their place in their new communities.
From Germany to the Land of Plenty,
the Herr family finds it’s place in the
town of Meeme.

*  Experience what it was like to build a
new home, both mentally and
physically, in a new land.

*  Reflect on how their own family’s
journey and personal acceptance of
new immigrants today.
